He has written six full length feature festival-
winning screenplays including CARTERTOWN, 
CLUB KIDS, NOTES FROM SATAN’S LOG, 
BAD KARMA, THE NEW SCHOOL and recently 
sold his feature script YAKSHA to 

TimeSignature Entertainment. He is 
currently co-producing a feature film that 
he co-wrote for the SyFy Channel, slated to 
direct the edgy indie film KING OF THE 
GOTHS, co-producing the feature film 
YAKSHA that he wrote for TimeSignature 
Entertainment and co-writing Lileth 
Productions’ next feature film slated to go           
into production in 2011. 
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Michelle started her career as a model and host 
of various talk shows. Her show, Talking Blue, 
she quickly took the reigns of and became the 
Segment Producer for the cable access talk 
show. She then soon moved to Co-Producer in 
only a few short years. During which time the 
show went on to winning a Cable Ace Award for 
her efforts. Shortly after she attended the New 
York Film Acadamy for 2 years to study 
Producing.
